Composting is easy!

To make compost, just follow these simple steps:

Fall leaves straw salt marsh hay, shredded paper
and cardboard (newspaper, paper towels, paper \
plates, paper bags), chipped brush, sawdust, pine &
needles (pine needles should not make up more

_ than 10% of total material in pile).
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
